QUICK TIPS FOR QUICK FORMATTING
NUMBER FORMAT (UNDER THE FORMAT MENU)

To quickly convert whole numbers to display in thousands of dollars, use the “,” (comma) to create a
custom number format.

Example: The number $5,346,899 will display as $5,347, if you edit the cell number format by adding
a comma. Go to the Menu > Format > Cells > Number > Custom, and edit the format by adding
a comma after the last digit: “#,##0” will become “#,##0,”. Note: To display in millions of dollars, use
two commas: “#,##0,,”.

Microsoft Word Tip of the Month

REARRANGE TABLE ROWS USING THE KEYBOARD

When you create a table in Word, you may find that after you©ve finished, you©d like to rearrange the
order of the table©s rows. You can accomplish this task in a variety of ways (copy & paste, dray & drop,
etc.). However, you may find it much more convenient to move table rows using the keyboard. To do
so:

1. Select the rows you®©d like to move. (If you want to move only one row, simply click in it; there©s
no need to select the entire row.)

2. Then, hold down the [Alt][Shift] keys ([control][shift] keys on the Mac) and use the [Up Arrow]
and [Down Arrow] keys to move the row(s) to the desired position.

Tip: You can also use this keyboard shortcut to move one or more paragraphs in your document as
well
