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“Generally, if you exchange business or investment property solely for business or investment 
property of a like-kind, no gain or loss is recognized under Internal Revenue Code Section 
1031. If, as part of the exchange, you also receive other (not like-kind) property or money, gain 
is recognized to the extent of the other property and money received, but a loss is not 
recognized” (from www.irs.gov).  Sounds simple, right?  But how much do you know about the 
up leg, the down leg, the accomodator and the boot?  Get a general overview and learn about 
recent rule changes to help you and your clients take advantage of this important tax-saving 
provision.
